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Microsoft PowerPoint: Quick and Easy Elementary Projects


Acrostic
Technology Project Description:

Students will create an acrostic poem using WordArt in PowerPoint.

Teacher Directions:

1. Assist students in writing a rough draft of their poem.

2. Demonstrate how to open a PowerPoint slide and insert Word Art, text boxes, and graphics.

Student Directions:

1. Choose a word you wish to write about in a poem.

2. Use Web resources to find facts about your word.

3. Write a fact that begins with each letter of the word you chose.

4. Open a blank PowerPoint slide.

5. Click on Insert to Picture then Word Art.  Choose a vertical text option.

6. Click and drag the Word Art to the left side of the slide and resize it to make it larger.

7. Click on Insert to Text box.
8. Click and drag to create a text box beside the top letter in your word.

9. Enter a fact that begins with that letter.  Repeat to add more text boxes.

10. Optional – resize font, sizes and colors.

11. Add a graphic.

12. Save and print your project.
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
